Spring 2009

This spring the economy is on eve-
rybody’s mind and here at MARC it
is no different. In our case, how-
ever, rather than slowing down we
are gearing up to assist an un-
precedented number of students
meet their goals. With that in
mind, the board and staff are ac-
tively engaged in the search for
increased and stable funding so as
to insure that our organization can
continue to provide the quality of
service our communities have
come to expect.

The Laubach Literacy of Ontario
Social Enterprise Project in which
we are one of six pilot sites is mov-
ing into its final stages in an at-
tempt to identify some area of
business, consistent with our mis-
sion, that will give us a revenue
stream independent of outside
sources. On another front, we are
about to engage a full time Fund-
raising/Volunteer Co-ordinator
whose job, in addition to finding
steady sources of income, will be to
double the number of volunteers

over the next two years.

One of the by products of all of
this activity, increased enrol-
ment and a growing number of
staff and volunteers, is the need
for more space to accommodate
all of our activities. In this we
are faced with the classic
“chicken and egg” conundrum.
That is, we need the staff and
volunteers to provide the service
and raise the funds so that we
can afford the rent for an appro-
priate location and so on. Suf-
fice it to say, we are all actively
engaged in resolving the issue as
quickly as possible.

There is much greater recogni-
tion that community based liter-
acy organizations such as ours
are key to meeting the demands
of the knowledge based econ-
omy. The support shown by our
community has been overwhelm-
ing and it is because of this sup-
port that I can confidently say
that the future success of MARC
is assured. On behalf of all of us,
thank you.
